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How to run the YCC Quiz in your own school

Teachers can set up a table quiz in their classroom or involving other classes as well.  This can help select a quiz team to represent the school and also help raise awareness of consumer issues.

1 Use the set of sample questions enclosed or select further questions from www.consumercouncil.org/education 

2 Select the most appropriate questions for your students.

3 Each round of the school quiz should contain about 7 questions.

4 The number of rounds you choose will depend on the time available.

5 Set a date and time for the school quiz.

6 Organise help to mark the students answers.

7 Arrange the pupils into teams – four per team is best but be flexible.

8 Ask each team to choose a name or allocate names if you prefer.

9 Nominate someone to record the scores and keep a running total.  (You can stimulate some rivalry by announcing scores at the end of each round!)

10 Give each team a piece of paper and pencil to jot down their answers.

11 Ask one member from each team to write down their team name on their paper.

12 Start the quiz by reading each question slowly and clearly – twice.  Allow a little time for the groups to decide their answer before going on to the next question.

13 At the end of each round ask the teams to mark their answers against the answers you read out.

14 Keep to the time allocated for the quiz.  It does not matter if you have not completed all the rounds, but do finish the round you start.

Total up the teams scores and announce the winner!
